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Standard Approach vs. Area-Wide Approach

w Standard approach: Parcel-based, focused on liability
- Facilitates property transactions, financing, and thus reuse

W Area-wide approach: Focuses on patterns of contamination

- Informs strategic approach to brownfields, informs approach to
redevelopment, thus facilitates reuse

W Regulatory component
